	Genes are coded DNA instructions that control the production of proteins within the cell.

	Mutations are any changes in the genetic material of an organism.
	Process by which individuals who are better suited to their environment survive and reproduce most successfully.
	Selection by humans for breeding useful traits from the natural variations of an organism.

	A group of individuals of the same species that live in the same area; the bacteria in the petri dish make up a population.
	Any element in a population’s environment that makes certain traits more beneficial than others.
