Summary

Students will analyze primary documents to better understand the colonial resistance to British
rule and how this resistance influenced the American Revolution.

Essential questions

How does conflict create change? How can resistance movements influence revolution?
Lesson Snapshot

Engage

Students will answer the question "What are examples or forms of resistance?" as a Bell Ringer.
Explore

Students will “why-light” an excerpt of Patrick Henry's speech "Give Me Liberty or Give Me
Death" and examine Paul's Revere's "Engraving of the Boston Massacre."

Explain

Students will generate open-ended and thought-provoking questions about the colonist use of

resistance techniques and their impact on the relationship between Britain and the Colonies as
well as the Loyalists and Patriots. Students will use the given texts, "Give Me Liberty or Give Me
Death" excerpt and the "Engraving of the Boston Massacre," to draw from.

Extend

Students will participate in a Socratic seminar about colonial resistance using the "Engraving of
the Boston Massacre" and an excerpt of "Give Me Liberty or Give Me Death."

Evaluate

Students will answer reflection questions about colonial resistance and connect the content and
discussion to their current lives and world.
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
