You can
quickly create a canvas from your phone, iPad, Chromebook, or PC, and
then easily share it with others.

Procedure

1. Go to en.linoit.com and sign up for an account.

2. Select “My Canvases” and create a new canvas.

3. Insert a title and select your preferences.

4. Copy the URL of your canvas to share with others—try posting it in
email, digital classroom, or social media.

5. You can also share by creating a QR code or a shortened URL.
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
